4. Safe Management Measures

Vaccination Appointment Booking for Primary Schools

We encourage parents/ guardians who have yet to sign up for your child’s/ ward’s vaccination to do
so, if he is medically eligible, to protect yourselves and your family. A high vaccination rate will
enable us to resume more activities that are important for our students’ all-round development and
an enriched school life. We thank you for your support in keeping our school safe.

You can register your child/ ward through the National Appointment System (NAS) via the unique
booking link that was sent to you earlier. If you did not receive the booking link or encounter issues
with the link, you can register your interest on the MOH National Appointment System (NAS) at
child.vaccine.gov.sg. With effect from 25 January, your child/ ward will also be able to walk in with
you to any pediatric vaccination centre to receive his first COVID-19 vaccination without the need
for a prior appointment.

Reporting of Positive COVID Cases
We seek your support to inform the Form Teachers if your child/ ward tests COVID positive.

TraceTogether (TT) Tokens

To facilitate contact tracing, students should bring their TT tokens to school daily. Students should
carry their TT tokens to form the good habit of always having their tokens with them. Please ensure
that your child’s TT token is in working order and get a replacement if his token is faulty/out of
battery.

Parents can collect TT tokens for their children from any Community Centre/ Club. Singaporeans
and Permanent Residents who are collecting their tokens for the first time can also request for the
TT token to be delivered via post.

5. Cyber Wellness — Being Respectful, Safe & Responsible Users of Technology

It is imperative that our students are equipped with the knowledge and skills to be safe and
responsible users of Information and Communication Technology (ICT) as we develop them to be
future-ready. As part of our Character and Citizenship Education (CCE) curriculum, awareness of
Cyber Wellness (CW) issues is key to the well-being of our students as they harness ICT while
maintaining a positive presence in cyberspace. In BGPS, CW education is conducted through
assembly programmes, recess, and class-based activities.

On 8 February, our CW team rode on Safer Internet Day as a platform to create awareness on
several topics such as cyber bullying, cyber gaming, and netiquette. Students learn to be respectful,
safe, and responsible users of technology through Kahoot! and informative board displayed in the
canteen. Our CW student councilors led the activities by putting up the information on the board
and taking charge of conducting Kahoot! games with their peers, creating a positive peer influence
advocating for the good of the community online.
